INTRODUCTION
1.1
The New Housing and the Provision of Recreation Facilities Supplementary Planning Document (SPD) is being produced by the Council as a revision of the existing Provision of Recreational Open Space in New Housing SPD, to provide up to date guidance for developers and planners on when open space in new housing developments will be required and what form it should take, as well as when financial contributions towards off-site open space and sports facilities to mitigate any impacts from the demand created by the new development will be required and how they will be calculated. In order to ensure that appropriate public consultation takes place, Supplementary Planning Documents (SPD) are required to be accompanied by a statement setting out how the Local Planning Authority will comply with the Council’s Statement of Community Involvement (SCI).

This Consultation Statement has been prepared in line with Regulation 12 (a) of the Town and Country Planning (Local Planning) (England) Order 2012, which states that, before a council adopts a Supplementary Planning Document (SPD), it must produce a statement setting out:

 
i. The persons the local planning authority consulted when preparing the supplementary document;

ii. A summary of the main issues raised by those persons;

iii. How those issues have been addressed in the supplementary document.

PARTICIPATION AND CONSULTATION 
Early Consultation 

2.1 Preparation of the New Housing and the Provision of Recreation Facilities Supplementary Planning Document took place in the context of consultation with various parties within the Council including Legal, Public Health, Education, Environmental Management and Development Management. This identified the local priorities, the potential impacts of developments and the mechanisms for mitigating those impacts.
